2013 Prager Gruner Vetliner ‘Hinter der Burg” Wachau, Austria 90

This is a clear brilliant lemon colored white wine with notes of peppery arugula and watercress on the
nose, along with zesty lime ring, kumquats and wet slate. The palate has similar flavors of Daikon
radish, kumquat, lime, white grapefruit, peppery watercress and tangy clementine. This is a high

quality wine with balance of acidity and long length.

2013 Albert Boxler Pinot Blanc Alsace, France 115

Pinot Blanc is always floral, fresh wine with a tight focus. The 2013 is an aromatic wine with fresh
herbs, white flowers and coconut in the formidable scent. The taste is as compact as the fist of a
heavyweight boxer, with layers of ripe, peachladen fruit and a brutal but mature acidity, which leads

to a refreshing minerality on the finish.

2011 Domaine Marcoux Chateauneuf-du-Pape Blanc, France 245

Marcoux's white is a very unusual blend of 2/3 Roussanne and 1/3 Bourboulenc. This super elegant,
classy Chateauneuf Blanc. Roussanne brings aroma, texture, finesse and minerality, while the
Bourboulenc brings more citric freshness and drive. Elevage is all in tank on the fine lees. There is no

battonage as the fruit already has enough body and soul.

2009 Jean Louis Chave Hermitage Blanc, Northern Rhone, France 590

The bottled 2009 Hermitage Blanc is one of the greatest whites ever made by Chave. This spectacular
wine, normally a blend of 80% Marsanne and 20% Roussanne, exhibits layers of concentration, superb
acidity and minerality, laser-like focus, and plenty of quince, white currant, citrus oil, honeysuckle,
anise, white peach and apricot marmalade notes. This significant, full-bodied, dry white Hermitage
should age for 30-50 years. However, given the vintage's flamboyance, it will be drinkable early in
life.

2010 Thierry Allemand ‘Chailot’ Cornas, Northern Rhone, France 195

The 2010 Cornas Chaillot has fabulous richness and depth, with seamless integration of its fruit,
tannin and acidity. Exhibiting deep, rich notes of liquid blackberry, plum, black pepper, smoked duck
and soy, this full-bodied, gorgeously pure Cornas has a supple, layered texture, bright acidity and a
big finish. Relatively approachable given the texture and fruit.

2008 Rene Barbier ‘Clos Mogador’ Priorat, Spain 265

The red wines from Rene Barbier begin with the flagship 2008 Clos Mogador. It is made up of 40%
Garnacha, 20% Carinena, with the balance Cabernet Sauvignon and Syrah. Dense purple in color, it
sports an expansive bouquet of liquid minerality, wood smoke, game, Asian spices, truffle, and

blackberry.
